She stated that students who have the appropriate scores for college-level reading would be exempt from the test.  N. Albert asked what the correlation was between reading ability and keyboarding.

	L. Ingram described how she is proposing to reduce all concentrations of the AA program to 60 hours in addition to aligning traditional AA programs with forthcoming AA programs online.  This is a first step to offering an entire program online. HPE 110 is being removed because it cannot be completed entirely online due to the performance component.  N. Albert asked if all the programs would still meet the GenEd core.  L. Ingram said they would.   M.Kahl asked about completing HPE online.  L. Ingram said it could with the use of logs and increasing content.

Remove Math 112

Return Math 093


	L. Ingram stated that there will, again, be three developmental math courses with the removal of Math 112 and return of Math 093.  Although this is contrary to curriculum changes from last academic year, this will work better for our students.  There is a state mandate (per Chancellor Skidmore) to speed up developmental education.  There is thinking that a good way to do this is to have students complete a developmental course and a college-level course either concurrently or consecutively, but within the same semester.  Different combinations of math are being discussed.  No one has taken Math 112 as of yet, so there will be no issues with that course.  Math 100 will still only require Math 092 as a prerequisite.  Math 108 will again require Math 093 as a prerequisite.  New Martinsville is the only campus that still has Math 100 and Math 108 combined for the first eight weeks due to enrollment.  M. Marlin stated that changes to Math 092 that were discussed were never implemented and students in Math 092 will not be ready for Math 100.  Math 112 is to be removed from the spring 2014 schedule.
